We are following the standard English phonetics commonly in
use. These appear on the syllabary chart produced by Samuel
Worcester and others in 1828.

The six vowels are ALWAYS spelled and pronounced:
a like “father”

e like “late”

1 like “see”

o like “over”

u like “use”

v like “uh huh”--nasal
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
